Palm Sunday Worship

Start the day with a Sunrise Service and breakfast at Spring Hill Baptist Church. At 10:15 a.m. at First 
Church, we will celebrate the resurrection of Jesus through scripture, prayers, and music centered on the 
hope and joy of Christ's victory over death. The children will process with the new Paschal Candle and will
